
• Xiong’an New Area is located in 
Hebei Province, 130 km to the 
south of Beijing and Tianjin 

• It is the geographical center of 
the Jing-jin-Ji (Beijing-Tianjin-
Hebei) region 

• It covers 3 counties in Hebei 
Province: Xiong County, Anxin 
County and Rongcheng County 

• The initial development area is 
around 100 km2, and will be 
expanded to 200 km2 in the 
mid-term and 2,000 km2 when 
fully developed in the long run

is getting overcrowded

integration of the Beijing-Tianjin-
Hebei region  

• To explore the new model of 
development and optimization 
for densely populated areas and 
build a world-class, green, modern 
and smart city 

• To push for structural and 
institutional reforms to stimulate 
market vitality

The newly established Xiong’an New Area is seen by 
state media as China’s 3rd economic engine after 
Shenzhen (established in the 1980s) and Shanghai 
Pudong New Area (established in the 1990s); it is also 
duded as “Xi’s dream city”, being at the center of Xi’s 
“1000-year plan” to transform the national capital  

Transportation network 

• Xiong’an will be linked with Beijing, Baoding, Shijiazhuang and other major Chinese cities via High 
Speed Rail  

• Xiong’an will also be accessible via 3 airports in surrounding area: the new airport of Beijing, 
Tianjin airport, Shijiazhuang airport

• Xiong’an will be one of the 2 wings of Beijing, the other being Beijing’s suburban center – 
Tongzhou 

• It will be complementary to the 2022 Beijing Winter’s Olympic 

• Xiang’an development plan will emphasize on innovation and green, focusing on industries 
including information technology, biotech, and new energy 

• Baidu, Alibaba and Tencent have formed partnership with Xiong’an to cooperate in areas 
including cloud computing, big data, smart city, fintech, blockchain, AI (Artificial Intelligence), 
driverless cars 

• The Environmental Ministry has set aside around US$76 million (RMB500 million) for Xiong’an’s 
environmental protection and development 

• The architecture in Xiong’an will be mainly multi-story buildings, instead of skyscrapers

• China has created many “new 
areas” with emphasis on 
different aspects to 
experiment with more free-
market oriented policies and 
encourage private and foreign 
investment 

• Xiong’an is the 19th “national 
new area” created since 
1992 

• All of these “new areas” were 
approved by the State 
Council, but Xiong’an is the 
1st to be simultaneously 
endorsed by the Central 
Committee of the Chinese 
Communist Party, showing its 
significance
